Construction has started on the dirt field at the 
entrance of the community I live in.  This dirt field 
has served as community space for along time. Kids 
play, women gather to talk, celebrations are held, and 
people sell food to the neighbors. Now, instead of 
sitting under a shaded tree talking with neighbors, 
neighbors hang on the narrow sidewalk watching as 
their place of rest, play, and work slowly becomes a 
gas station. Neighbors talk about how they are scared 
of the fumes and the dangers it will bring. Gambling 
is at an all time high as people deal with the loss. 
There is a sense of desperation and despair around 
and about. Please pray for Sara and I in this time. 
Pray that we will be able to speak of God’s peace and 
protection—that the Holy spirit will open the hearts 
around us to hear the truth of Jesus. Pray also that  
adults will feel welcomed into our “relatively “large 
living room as a place to gather now that the 
previous community space is demolished. Please pray 
for the safety of our community. Also please pray for 
Pii Gop (my language partner) who has expressed 
interest in our microfinance program. Pray for 
continual growth in our relationship

“Jesus wept” John 11:35
Known as the shortest verse in the bible and yet the 
two words carry so much meaning—even more now 
to me.   Jesus didn’t weep because He thought the 
pain was hopeless or because he didn’t have the 
power to heal, He wept because he loved.

I weep because someone has to stop 
and plead with Jesus “This isn’t normal, This isn’t 
freedom—This is pain, shame, and chains.” I weep 
because I long for Jesus to make himself real to 
those he loves-- to those I love more and more each 
day. Please pray for us.

Please pray that Sara and I will speak the truth 
clearly. Please pray that the Holy spirit will give our 
neighbors ears to hear the truth.  All we can do is 
scatter the seeds of God’s word, All we can do is 
weep --trusting that the end of the story is written 
with God’s healing and joy. Please pray with us that 
we will continue to  live our lives in such a way that 
models the truth of Jesus Christ.  Please pray that 
God will bring holistic transformation to the poor in 
Bangkok.  
For those of you worried—I’m doing well. Though 
some nights I weep,  daily I am seeing God’s 
goodness and joy in my life.  I really do love my life 
here. My neighborhood is daily becoming more and 
more welcoming and God’s face is shining in Thai 
friendships I’m building in my neighborhood. Please 
pray for deeper friendships and the peace of God to 
transcend all understanding.  Pray also as Sara and I 
are hoping to start a Bible study in our 
neighborhood. Pray for Thai Christian partnership. 
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
